He became a capitalist and

entrepreneur, eventually owning much of the real
estate in Middletown. Convinced that he should

use his wealth to benefit those less fortunate than

he, Mr. Frey and his wife, Catherine, were

determined to fulfill their dream of a home for

orphans.

Unfortunately, Frey died before his dream could
be realized, but his estate was more than
sufficient to fund the Emaus Orphan House that
was built in 1837 at the current site of St. Peter
Luther Church in Middletown. Later, the
orphanage would be relocated to the present site
of Frey Village. The Emaus orphanage served as a legacy to the spirit of ministry that embodies Frey, serving
the needs of young children until it closed in 1964.

When the British steamship Titanic sank in April of 1912, there was a great loss of life. One of the reasons for
this was that while the ship was carrying approximately 2,200 people, its 20 lifeboats could only carry a
maximum of 1,178. Even more unfortunate
was the fact that many of the boats, when

they were lowered, were not filled to any
number near their full capacities. For
example, lifeboat #7, which was designed to
carry 65 persons, descended to the water with
only 27 or 28. Lifeboat #1, which was
designed to carry 40 persons, descended to
the water carrying only 12. In so many
instances, the room was there but not used.
