In 1997, Harry and Mildred purchased a

Harry is a native of Montoursville, Pa., where
he and Mildred were life-long members of
Bethany Lutheran Church. The decision to
move to Buffalo Valley and support the
mission with a generous gift was a natural for
Harry.

is important to Harry. Mildred suffered a stroke
in 2001 and spent the remaining months in the
loving care of the Health Center at Buffalo
Valley.

His philanthropy doesn’t stop with one gift.
Harry lives a life style that keeps on giving. A
self-taught musician, he played the guitar in the
Sunday School Orchestra during the 1920’s and
30’s. In 1957 he fell in love with the organ, sold
his guitar and later began volunteering his time
at local senior centers and retirement homes.

Harry
practices daily, writing his own original
arrangements. He regularly shares his talent
with the residents of RhodesMere, the assisted
living center at Buffalo Valley on the organ he
donated to the center.
