Diakon Family Reunification &
Preservation Services

Family reunification is an intensive
service designed to support children and
youth in out-of-home placements, such
as foster or residential care, who have
the primary goal of returning to their
biological families. Diakon’s home-
based, intensive family preservation
program works to prevent placement by
equipping families with tools, therapy,
and support to maintain a safe and
stable home environment.

Other programs provide early, in-home,
and school-based interventions that
strengthen families, promote stability,
and help children thrive—whether by
building parenting skills, addressing
truancy, or supporting children with
disabilities. Through programs like
Stepping Stones, Resource Navigation,
Positive Parenting, and Court Parent
Support, families receive personalized
guidance, access to resources, and ad-
vocacy to reduce risk and keep children
safely at home.
